
SUMMER SCHOOL PROGRAM

DATES: JULY 6th  -  JULY 23rd  FOR ALL COURSES 

GENERAL INFORMATION:

1. The Summer School operates at the Jr.-Sr. High level as an aid to all students who have failed
courses during the regular academic year.

2. Tuition is two hundred-fifty dollars ($250.00) for each course.

3. Classes will be held 5 days a week. The two hour and  fifteen minute session everyday will begin promptly at
8:00 a.m., while other classes will start at 10:00 a.m.

4. Regular attendance is required. More than 2 absences during summer school will be considered
excessive and will prevent passing grades.

5. Tardiness to school is unacceptable, and the responsibility for transportation must be assumed by
the student and/or parent. Three (3) tardies to school and /or class will be considered as one (1)
absence from summer school.

6. There will be a relaxed dress code.

7. Absolutely, no smoking on the school grounds will be allowed.

8. Students may take only two (2) courses for academic credit.

9. Please note that a minimum grade of fifty-five (55) (Final Average) is required for students to be
allowed to take summer school courses for make-up or credit purpose.

10. All courses are offered only if there is sufficient student enrollment.

11. Registration will be held at St. Peter-Marian Jr.-Sr. High School on Tuesday, June 29th,
Wednesday, June 30th and Thursday, July 1st from 9:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. Advanced
registration may be mailed directly to St. Peter-Marian and must be accompanied by payment for
said course(s).
